This is an agreement between Connie Coll, hereafter referred to as the Seller, and the aforementioned individual, hereafter referred to as the Buyer, with regard to the sale, purchase and care of the purebred Siberian cat listed above.	



The cat or kitten is being purchased as:

This cat or kitten is being purchased as a pet and is not able to be bred.


Sellers Responsibilities:

The Seller guarantees that the cat/kitten sold is in good physical health on the day of purchase. If the         cat/kitten is shipped to the Buyer, the Seller provides a Health Certificate from a licensed veterinarian.
Within the first 2 years of the kitten’s life, if he/she is found to have a known and proven inherited disease that would prevent the kitten from being enjoyed as a pet, the Seller will replace it with a kitten of the same sex, colour, breed and equal value, at our first opportunity. The original kitten must be returned to the Seller. Any viruses including FELV, bacterial infection, or fungal infection such as ringworm, are not considered congenital.  In the event that a kitten dies from FIP in the first two years, the kitten will be replaced upon receipt of necropsy report to confirm cause of death.
Within the first 5 years of the kitten’s life, in the unlikely event of death of a kitten due to proven genetic abnormalities, Hypertrophic cardiomyopathy or Polycystic Kidney Disease, the Seller will replace, at the Seller’s earliest opportunity, provided the Seller is given a veterinarian’s necropsy report of the deceased kitten.
Within the first two weeks of purchase, if the Buyer is unable to keep the kitten, they will return the kitten to the Seller and will be reimbursed the cost of the kitten less the deposit. The deposit is non-refundable.  In the event that the buyer has an allergic reaction and all minimizing strategies have proven unsuccessful the full cost of the kitten will be returned including the deposit less any bank or paypal fees incurred by the seller.
During the lifetime of the kitten/cat, if the Buyer is unable to keep the kitten/cat for any reason, they will immediately be returned to the Seller and transfer ownership to the Seller. After which the kitten/cat will be given a complete veterinary exam by a veterinarian of the Seller’s choosing. At the Seller’s discretion, dependent on the circumstances surrounding the kitten/cat’s surrender, once the kitten/cat has been re-homed by the Seller, the Seller will reimburse the Buyer 50% of the amount received as the rehoming fee. The deposit is non-refundable. The cost of the veterinary exam and any tests deemed advisable or necessary by the Seller’s veterinarian will be deducted from the amount reimbursed to the Buyer.
Buyer’s Responsibilities:
The Buyer will provide the kitten/cat with proper nutrition, veterinary care, vaccinations/titre testing, human companionship and the kitten/cat will be kept from fear and harm. The Buyer agrees to provide a clean, pleasant environment with adequate space for exercise that is conducive to good health. Kittens/cats are not allowed outdoors unless on leash walks or in fully enclosed recreation areas. The cat or kitten will never be allowed to roam outside without a harness and leash in a public area. This invites diseases, parasites and poses a danger to both your cat as well as other cats and wildlife. Therefore, allowing you cat outside unsupervised will cause the health guarantee to be rendered null and void.
The Buyer agrees to isolate the kitten/cat from any other animals, especially other cats, until the kitten/cat has been seen by a veterinarian and deemed healthy. Failure to do so will result in the health guarantee being null and void.
Declawing the kitten/cat is not allowed as it is considered cruel and abusive to the cat. Declawing the kitten/cat will be cause to render the health guarantee null and void.
The Buyer agrees to take the kitten/cat to a qualified and licensed veterinarian within three business days from the date of purchase. If, at that time the veterinarian does not deem the kitten/cat healthy, it may be returned for a refund of the balance paid, provided a veterinarian certificate stating reasons accompanies it. The Kitten package and all documents are to be returned along with the kitten.
If the Seller replaces the kitten, the first kitten must be returned to the Seller. This is to ensure that the ill kitten has superior quality of life. Some disease can be formidably expensive and the Seller wishes to assume risk and cost at our veterinarian.
Buyer pays all shipping costs involved in returning and receiving the replacement kitten or refund.
It is the responsibility of the Buyer to provide immediate veterinary care to any kitten or cat showing signs of illness or distress. If veterinarian care is ignored or not applied as prescribed, the health guarantee becomes null and void and buyer forfeits all claims to a replacement kitten or to a refund.
Recommended minimal vaccination protocol is outlined in our kitten package. Only one vaccine should be given per visit. The recommended vaccines are: rabies, feline panleukopenia, rhinotracheitis, and calicivirus. If minimal vaccination protocol is not followed, and the kitten/cat develops any vaccine-related illnesses, the Buyer is not entitled to a replacement kitten.
Buyer is responsible for keeping detailed health records should it be necessary to return the kitten/cat.
Any significant health conditions during the kitten/cat’s lifetime must be reported to the Seller. 
Under no circumstances will this cat or kitten be sold, leased or given away to any person, pet shop, research laboratory or similar facility.
Buyer understands the contract will be null and void if Buyer fails to provide routine veterinary care, if kitten is sold, transferred or injured by accident or neglect or our prefix is not on the kitten’s registered name.
If for any reason the purchaser cannot keep the kitten or cat, the kitten or cat must be returned to the Seller at no charge to the Seller.
Buyer agrees that if any of the terms of the contract agreement are violated, at the sole discretion of the Seller, Seller may reclaim the kitten without refund of the purchase price. Buyer will also be responsible for any shipping/transportation costs if the kitten is reclaimed.
The Buyer will assume any further medical costs involved in caring and maintaining the kitten as well as any legal costs involved in enforcing the terms of this contract.
This contract is legal and binding to all parties involved. It applies only to the Buyer and Seller in this original transaction and is not transferable to other parties. The Buyer agrees to the terms and conditions of this contract and to pay as stated.
I, the Buyer have read this contract and understand fully the contents thereof and acknowledge receipt of it. We are not relying on verbal agreements not contained herein. Should the Buyer choose to break any of the covenants of this agreement, the remainder of the agreement will be considered null and void and the Seller will have the right to repossess the kitten/cat at the Buyer’s expense.
